Dresnick is a Circuit Judge for the Eleventh Judicial Circuit, over which he has presided for 16 years, since being appointed by Florida Governor Lawton Chiles in 1996.   the Prior to taking the bench; Judge Dresnick was a trial lawyer for 25 years.  He began his career as an Assistant Public Defender in Miami-Dade County.  He later practiced for over a decade in a four-person partnership, along with F. Lee Bailey and former State Attorney Richard E. Gerstein. During his practice he represented numerous high profile defendants including Paul Reubens (Pee Wee Herman) in Sarasota against charges of lewd conduct. He defended a number of high profile drug cases including a case in Detroit where he subpoenaed Colonel Oliver North resulting in the first instance where he took the Fifth Amendment. In Miami he represented the cabinet level head of Bolivia’s anti-drug agency against smuggling charges. He has also has represented numerous local public officials including a then sitting judge charged in the “Operation Court broom” public corruption case. As an attorney, Judge Dresnick has appeared as a commentator on national television numerous times.  

Judge Dresnick has presided in the Family, Criminal and General Jurisdiction divisions and over numerous high-profile cases, including several criminal cases which were carried gavel to gavel on Court TV.     Judge Dresnick has taught at the Boston University School of Law and has been an adjunct professor St Thomas School of Law and at the University Of Miami School Of Law, where for the last 16 years he has taught classes in litigation skills, evidence and constitutional law.  He has a JD from the University Of Miami School Of Law and an LLM from Harvard Law School. In 2012 he was awarded the Steve Levine Award for Judicial Excellence by the Miami-Dade Justice Association.
